
Framed and Manufactured Housing
PERMANENT SET UP (FOUNDATION)

Pikes Peak Regional Building Department performs electrical inspections for the state of Colorado.

When the Eufer Grounding
Method is not available,
and when the service
disconnect is not on the
pole, two (2) ground rods
are required.

Ground bushings required
when metal conduit is used,
bonded to neutral with #6 or
#4 for 200A service.

Main disconnect on
pole, (required in IREA
service areas).

#6 bonded
to neutral.

Minimum ground rod size is 8’
by 5/8” diameter.

24” minimum depth

Size wires for service and voltage
drop must be tri-rated if wires are
to enter a residence.

#6 or #4 for
200A service
bonded to
metal water
line at point
of entry.

Conduits may be PVC unless City of Colorado Springs that requires rigid
with ground bushings grounded to the neutral bus at each location.
Bushings are required on both ends of the conduits. Conduits extend into
the ground a minimum of 18”. Metal conduits installed below grade must
be suitably covered with corrosion protection (tape or asphalt paint).

#6 minimum
bonded to
neutral.

Framed homes require disconnect to be located at the point of entry
of wires. Outside disconnect required for manufactured homes on a
permanent foundation, (the disconnect may be mounted on the
outside of the home). Manufactured housing requires four (4) wires
to inside panel.
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Eufer Grounding Method: When 1/2”
or larger rebar is installed in the footer or
foundation wall, then provision must be
made to attach to the panel grounding
system. (Refer to the Eufer Grounding
Method drawing.)
